B. Grade and High School

1. Free and reduced lunches at 65%, up from 18%

2. Elementary school focus on reading (progress monitoring)

3. 502 students last year only two had to go to special education

4. tracking is done with color coding so intervention gets to the targeted students

5. “Adopt a Freshman”  Each teacher is assigned a certain number of students to mentor.
